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The International School of Monaco prides    
itself on a strong sense of community spirit 
where students can learn and flourish in a  
friendly and caring environment. 

However the actions of a small number of     
students have given cause for concern.

I refer to instances of « cyber bullying » which include, but are not limited to: 

· Hurtful or offensive text messages on mobile phones 

· Name calling and insults on Facebook and other social networking sites 

Social networking sites such as Facebook are strictly banned at ISM and our computer   
systems are designed to block them also from students’ mobile phones and other media. 

Whilst the school cannot control what goes on in the home, we know that these matters are 
affecting your children’s learning and the school will take every measure necessary to track 
down the culprits. The school will cooperate fully with the newly formed Cyber Bullying     
department of the Monaco Police*. Mobile telephones may not be used in school hours but 
until now, we have permitted them to be brought to school for use outside school hours. 
This privilege will be withdrawn for everybody unless all students use them responsibly. 

We strongly urge all parents to be vigilant regarding their children’s online activities and in 
particular their use of mobile phones and text messaging. 

Any instances of ISM students being involved in « cyber bullying »  will result in the most 
severe penalties as outlined in the Student-Parent Handbook—Code of Conduct and      
Behavioural Consequences. 

The Health and Safety Committee of the School Council will 
continue to look at developments in this area and how our     
students—as well as our parents—can work together to  ensure 
that cyber bullying has no place in ISM life.
